Deny a gualified handicapped person the opportunity 1o participate in or benefil from
any aid, benefit, or service the school district provides.

Afford a qualified handicapped person an opportunity o participate in or benefit
from the aid, benefit, or service that is not equal to that afforded others.

Provide a qualified handicapped person with an aid, benefit. or service that is not as
effective as that provided others.

Provide diffcrent or sepamic mid, benefits, or services 1o handicapped persons or 1o
any class of handicapped persons unless such action s pecessary to provide qualificd
handicapped persons with aid, benefits, or services that are as effective as those
provided 1o others

Aid or perpetuate discrimination against a qualified handicapped person by providing
sighificant assistance 1o ah agency, organization, or person tal discriminates on the
basis of handicsp in providing any aid, benefit, or service to the beneliciaries of the
recipicnl’s program.

Deny o gualified handicapped person the opportunity to participate as 4 member of
planning or advisory boands,

Otherwise limit a qualified handicapped person in the enjoyment of any right,
privilege, advantage, or opporiunity enjoyed by others receiving an aid, benefit, or
SErVICT,

NEW “HAZING" BILL

As used in this section, unless the context otherwise requires, “hazing™ means any
intentional o reckless act in Tennessee, on or off LEA property, by one (1) student
scting alone or with others which is directed against  asy other student, that
endangers the mental or physical health or safety of that student, or which induces
or coerces  a student to endanger such student’s mental or physical or safety.
“Haging™ does nol include customary athletic events or similar contest  or
competitions, and s limited 1o those actions taken and sitwations  created in
connection with initiation into or alfilistion with any organization.

The govermng body of each LEA shall adopt a written policy prohibiting hazing by
any student or organization under the sanction of the LEA. The policy shall be
distributed or made available 16 each student a1 the beginning of each school year.
During the first month of each new school vear, time shall be set aside to specifically
discuss the policy and its ramifications as o criminal offense and the penalties that
may be imposed by the LEA.
